The Design Marathon is an annual event created as a partnership between Alloy Workshop and the Charlottesville Community Design Center to bring together professional graphic designers, architects, landscape architects and students to donate 12 hours of design service to deserving area nonprofits.  This year eleven non-profits were selected to participate, and 35 local designers plan to volunteer their time to projects ranging from branding campaigns to a community center renovation to an edible schoolyard.

"It's about design, community and education," said Serena Gruia, Creative Director of Alloy Workshop. She initiated the Design Marathon in 2008 "to provide a much-needed service to deserving organizations, foster a local community of professional and student designers and promote design as a component vital to the strategic success of an idea/mission."  

According to CCDC’s executive director, Jane Fisher, “the Charlottesville Community Design Center is a place that brings together the talent and expertise of the local design community to serve the public interest, and the Design Marathon does just that.”  

The Design Marathon will take place at the Charlottesville Community Design Center (CCDC) on October 2nd from 10am-10pm.  The public is encouraged to stop by throughout the day to watch the design process unfold, and at 9 pm each team will make a brief presentation of their work.  Projects will also be featured in a two-month exhibition, “This Is Design”, to be hosted in the CCDC gallery in October and November.

The 2009 projects include:

· Re-design of library card and an accompanying brochure for Jefferson-Madison Regional Library

· A logo design for Montessori Community School
· A marketing campaign for The Habitat Store to fund three and half local build projects

· A design campaign for Quality Community Council’s community-based programs
· A performance program template, brochure and letterhead for Kid Pan Alley
· Branding design for Cville Rail 
· Logo design for Hospice of the Piedmont
· A creative overhaul of two teachers’ lounges at Burnley-Moran Elementary School
· Site planning and facility renovation for Rockfish Valley Community Center
· Office renovation for Second Street Gallery
· Plans for “outdoor learning centers,” including an edible schoolyard and a wildlife habitat garden at Jackson-Via Elementary School
